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Abstract

This research was to investigate personal characteristics and socio - economic
factors influencing farmers’ adoption of temperate fruit production technology in Mon-ngo
Development Center, the Royal Project, Mae Taeng District, Chiang Mai Province. Population
studied was 85 farmers at Moo 5 Tambon Mueng - Kai, Mae Taeng District, Chiang Mai
Province under Mon-Ngo Development Center’s responsibility. Data was collected by using

questionnaires and analyzed in terms of Frequency, Percentage, Mean and Chi-square.

From research findings, it was found that most farmers were Northern Thai
with an average age of 37.6 vyears. Eighty eight percent was married, most of them
could read very little. Family member was about 1 - 3 person and could work in farm. Most
farmers had 1 - 5 rais of land ownership per family for producing temperate fruit

and 81.2 pecent had more than 5 years of growing experience. Farmers recieve



temperate fruits’ income more than 20,000 Baht and recieve total income between 50,000 -
100,000 Baht per year. They recieve agricultural information 1 - 3 times a week ,namely,
from extension agents and their friends. For the special knowledge , most of them recieve
from the visit to the Mon-ngo Development Center’ demonstration farm twice a year. As for

outside contact, most of them visited Chiang Mai 6 times a month.

Most farmers, about 64.7 percent adopted temperate fruit production

technology at high level and about 35.3 percent adopt at low level.

From hypothesis testing showed that age, ability to read and visit to the Mon-
ngo Development Center’ demonstration farm were significantly related to farmers™ adoption

of temperate fruit production technology.

From farmers’ opinion, it was stated that the assistance from the extension
agents was at high level, from The Royal’s Project and the government section were at middle
level . The assistances which the farmers need most were job within their village, increased
.income, non-formal education, primary school, educational information, identity card, political

information and budget for supporting their ceremonies.
