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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study learning activities in agriculture subject and
their relationships between the personal characteristics of the teachers and those activities as well
as problems and needs.

The samples were 70 agricultural teachers of 32 secondary schools under the
jurisdiction of the General Education Department in Lampang Province. Data were collected
by questionaire and analysed statistically by percentage, mean, standard deviation and
Chi - square.

The result showed that 81.43% of the sample were male with an average age of 41.45
years. Ninety percent had educational background of bachelor degree. Their teaching experience
was 16.18 years. Their responsibilities included teaching 4 subjects or 16.88 teaching periods per
week.

Regarding process - oriented learning activities in agriculture subject, it was found
that most of agriculture teachers had performed every time in the aspect of process - oriented
learning activitics and conducting those activities.

Opinions of the sample concerning problems included : learners were inactive and
misunderstood about process — oriented learning activities, teachers were focused on former

learning process since not enough material support, administrators provided to much



works to the teachers without continuously evaluation, budget was limited and not smoothly
operated, etc.

The needs to support this process - oriented learning activities were budget, learning
material, student’s responsibility, evaluating and moritoring system and training.

Suggestion from this study was that agriculture teachers should look for further
knowledge about learning activities continuously and participate the seminar concerned in order

to develop the learning process.
