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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to investigate the relationship between personal
characteristics , socio-economic factors of farmers and -the success of dairy farms under the
Agricultural Production Restructuring Program , Chiang Rai Province as well as the problems and
obstacles of farmers .

Population studied were dairy farmers under the Agricultural Production Restructuring
Program , Chiang Rai Province in 1995 , 1996 and 1997 . There were 134 cases in all . Data
gathering was done by questionnaires . Data aﬁalysis was done in terms of percentage , arithmetic
mean , maximum , minimum , standard deviation and Chi-square .

From research findings , the success of dairy farmers under the Agricultural Production
Restructuring Program in Chiang Rai Province , farmers can be divided by using income criterion
based on the Department of Livestock into 3 groups . That is 87 successful farmers and 37
unsuccessful farmers and 10 farmers who discontinued.

The hypothesis testing showed that marital status , dairy cattle production experience ,

| use of sucking machine , farmers knowledge and the increase of dairy cows were related to the

success of dairy farmers under the Agricultural Production Restructuring Program .




The problems and obstacles of dairy farmers were expensive concentrate , low level of
milk production , low price of fresh milk , insufficient capital , low reproduction , chronic
diseases of cows , insufficient labor and water respectively .

Recommendations from this research were that main ernphasis should be placed on the
selection of farmers by selecting those who had experienced in dairy farming before. If necessary
the government should give new information to farmers and shouold support sucking machine . In
addition , farmers should raise more dairy cows so that the program could be efficient and

successful eventually .
