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Abstract

The objectives of the study “Farmers’ Participation in Community Forest Conservation

and Development in Ban Pa sak Ngam, Luang-Nue Sub-district, Doi Saket District, Chiang Mai

Province” were to study the relationships between personal, socio-economic characteristic of Ban

Pasak-ngarm farmers and their participation in forest conservation and development of Ban Pasak-

ngarm, Luang-Nue Sub-district, Doi Saket District, Chiang-Mai as well as the problems and

obstacles. Population studied were 123 household heads or member who were able to give

information. Data were collected by questionnaires through interviewing and then statistically

analysed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and chi-square



From the research findings, it was found that most of the farmers were male with an
average age of 40.13 years. Their educational lavel was primary education. An average nmumber of
‘household member was 4.24 while average income was 19,962.60 Baht. Major occupation was
hireling and minor occupation was agriculture. Most of then had no social status. However, they
received the information about forestry and gained the benefit from community forest.

Farmers had a high level of participation in community forest comservation and
development in term of receiving of community forest information but a medium level in terms of
evaluation, operation and planning,

The factors significantly related to farmers’ participation included age, education,
household income and the attitude towards community forest conservation and development,

Most of the farmers had no problems in participating in community forest conservation

and development, except their understanding about the rule, law and practices.
