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Abstract

The objectives of this research were go follows a) to inuestigate personal and socio-
economic characteristics of the members of farmer groups b) to compare theirs level of
satisfactory with the business operations and ¢) to identify theirs problems as well as opinions
towards groups operation.

Data were collected from 142 members of successful group and 37 members of
unsuccessful group and analyzed data by using arithmetic mean, standard deviation, frequency,
weighted mean score and t-test '

The result of this study were as follows, members from successful group most of them
were male, completed primary education, average age was 46 years, average family labour was
2.92 persons, average and for agriculture, 18.43 Rais, auevage income per household per year
was 36,278;99 Baht and average experditure per houshole per year was 29,161 Bahi, For
unsuccessful groups there were, most of them were male, completed primary education, average
age was 51 years, average family labour was 3.40 persone, auerage Ian(i for agriculture was 25.22
Rais, average income per houshold was 43,478.37 Baht and average expenditure per housthold
was 28,050 Baht per year.



The members from successful groups had very significantly higher satisfactim than those
from unsuceessful groups with the following activities: a) money saving b) credits for members
for members ¢) marketing for members d) provision input for members e) provision welfare for
members f) Agri-business for members. Some activity such as transfer technology to members
and other provision services to members the members from unsuccessful groups had very
significantly higher satisfaction tham those from successful
groups.

Members from successful groups cousiderd problems by low but members from
unsuccessful groups considered problems by moderate. These problems were financial affairs,
members themselves, association activities, material and equipment and groups operation.
