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Abstract

The main objective of this study aimed to investigate factors aftecting the participation
of farmers forward the economic forest plantation project, Lampang province. Some problem and
recommendation about the project were also addressed.

Population studied were 106 farmers who participated in tbe project in Sobprarb
sub-district, Lampang prbvince. Data were collected by questionnaires and analyed statically by
using descriptive. T — test and Chi — square test were used to test the difference.

Form the research result, it was found that most of farmers who participated in the project
were male with the average age of 54.79 years old. They finished prathom 4. The average farm size
was 15.81 rai with the average fabour 4 persons per household. Their total income were 81,085 Baht
per anmum. Although most of them did not receive any information about economic forest plantation
project from mass media, neighbors and bulletin, they received some information from the forest
extension officials. Farmers had knowledge and understanding about the project at high level and had
agreed with the work of the project and environment — observe.
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Among those most of farmers who non - participated in the project were male with the
average age ol 48.83 vear old. They finished prathom 4. The average farm size was 7.75 rai with
the average labour 5 persons per household. Their total income were 38,145 Baht per anmum.
Although most of them did not receive any information about economic forest plantation project
from mass media, neighbors and bulletin, they received some information from the forest
extension officials. Farmers had knowledge and understanding about the p.oject at high level and
had agreed with the work of the project and environment — observe.

The hypothesis testing showed that age, education, total household income, farm size
soil, received form mass media and bulletin, knowledge and understanding about the project,
agree with the project and environment — observe of those two groups of farmer were different.
significantly.

Reasons for farmers who participated in the project were as follows ;

. Farmers must make use of unused land.

2. Farmers wanting to have trees for future use.

3. Farmers wanting to participate in the project receive cxtra funding and are

prepared to reforest anyway.

4. Farmers are interested in financial from the project.

Reasons for farmers who non - participated in the project were as follows ;

1. Financial form the project of 3,000 Baht per rai, insufficient thus the farmers who
participated in the project. Mostly, the little money they can find is combined with
the financial to make a living.

2. Farmers do not have enough time to maintain the forests.

3. Forest extension officials ordered the farmers to quit.

4. The land lost its nourishiment, causing the trees to die.

The problems and obstruction to participate in the project, included that natural disaster

‘and lacking financial for reforest.
Farmer needed were support in tenms of knowledge about the project and service form

forest extension officials for insect and disease.
