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Abstract

The study was conducted primarily to determine the factors affecting the farmers who
make the decision to plant the soybean in the dry season or not, including the problems and
recommendations of soybean planting support in dry season.

The sample in this study were 160 farmers in Phrae Province by comparing 2 groups of
them between group of 80 farmers who planted the soybean in dry season and group of 80
farmers who did not planted the soybean in dry season in the same area. Data was collected by
using questionnaires and was statistically analyed by Percentage, Arithmetic Mean, Standard
Deviation and Discriminant Equation byStepwise Method.

The result of the study revealed there were 3 independent variables that were the price
of crops in the last year information, support from governor and the level of education and the
which affected the group discrimination factors could discriminate the group of farmer who
planted and not planted soybean in dry season affected to the decision making of soybean planted
in dry season. There was not affected to decision making of soybean planted in dry season other

factors, such as ages, member of agricultural institute, cost of the last year infirmation, contact



with agricultural extensive on staff, agricultural information, knowledge of soybean cultivation in
dry season, attitude of farmers in soybean planting, household labor, household income,
household expenditure, and dept.

The discriminant equation can be discriminated the difference between the groups of
farmers who decided to planted and not planted soybean in dry season at the quite high level.
Then the equation can be discriminate and predicted the acceptance level of membership in
farmers who planted and not planted soybean in dry season which quite at high level.

Problems and obstacles of planting in dry season cultivation were that (1) the
agriculture area was high land which is difficult to water (2) insufficient source of water for
production (3) disease and insects (4) management problem in production and marketing system
(5) low price of production and (6) the farmer lack of power in marketing system.

The recommendation of this study were the authority should give the training for
farmers who planted soybean in dry season and to construct the reservoir, including to extend the
irrigation area to support in production factors such as seed of high quality, low interest rate

credit, ect.
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
