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Abstract

The independent study on "Students’ Consumption Behavior_for

Fast Food in Amphoe Muang, Changwat Chiang Mai." had three objectives

1. To study students’ consumption behavior for fast food.
2. To study the factors affecting fast food consuming
behavior of the students.

3. To study the students’ problems on fast food consumption.

The samples for this study were equal proportion of male
and female all together two-hundred students from Chiang Mai and
Payap University. The selection of samples was based on purposive,
random, proportion and accidential sampling methods. The device used
to collect the data was a questionaire. The data was analyzed by

a statistic programme (SPSS/PCT). The analysis included the

calculation of frequency, percentage, mode, mean, standard deviation




chi-square, t-test and the manit-whitney u test. The results of the

research, reported by a descriptive analysis method, were as follows:

The students’ consumption behavior for fast food was different
in term of the choice of fast food restaurants and the shopping center.
The students of Chiang Mai University dined at Kentucky Fried Chicken
in Kadsuankaew center and Aiéport Plaza bué the students of Payap
University dined at Mister Donut restaurant En Kadsuankaew center
and Chiang Inn Plaza ag well as Airport Plaza.

On the other hand, their consumption behavior was similar
in term of the choice of food and drink. They usually had donuts and
soft drinks, 'generally four to six times a month. Each timeAthey
spent abouﬁ sixteen to thirty minutes between 8.00-9.00 P.H.. They

expensed approximately 51-100 bahts.

The students’ consumption behavior for fast food depended on
marketing stimuli  such as product, price, place and'promotion more
than internal factors such as culture, society, personal life and

psychology.

The students’ problems on fast food consumption were similar.
The most important problem was the high price but low nutritions.
The amount of the food was too small for a meal. Moreover the.
packages affected the environment. Finally, there were a few on

variety of the food.
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
