Abstract

The independent study of “ The Analysis of Drug’s Market for Smoking Cessation in
Amphoe Muang Changwat Chiang Mai “ had the objective to analyse the market for smoking
cessation drugs. The study was divided into two pars :

1. Physician demand for smoking cessation drugs in term of marketing mix

2. The steps and factors influencing buyers to buy smoking cessation drugs

The population studied consisted of 15 physicians who have previously prescribed
smoking cessation drugs and 14 pharmacists. All work in government or private hospitals in
Amphoe Muang Changwat Chiang Mai.

The results from the study showed that the characteristic for smoking cessation drug
demand is a demand derived from consumers who have had problems with smoking
cessation. The smoking cessation drugs prescribed by most of the physician for their patients
were administered transdermally. The properties of the drugs most demanded by the
physicians were firstly high effectiveness in stopping smoking and secondly mild side—effects.
A treatment petiod of less than one month was the most prefered. In terms of cost, most of
these surveyed stated that the smoking cessation drugs should be priced at 30-50 baht ( net
wholesale from the pharmaceutical companies ) per day. Hospitals, were found to be the
principal channe! of distribution. Drug promotion through direct information from the

pharmaceutical manufactures was the most prefered by the survey respondents.



Buying steps included the following :

To implement the use of the drugs , it was found that most were by pharmaceutical
representatives offered the smoking cessation drugs to the physicians, who in turn prescribed
the drugs for their patients. The physicians then requested a pharmacist to search for all
relevant information on the particular smoking cessation drug. The pharmacist would identify
the drug’s properties, buying conditions and delivery time. Then the pharmacist would make
decision to buy the smoking ce_ssation drug from the pharmaceutical company offerring the
drug. Alternatively,the director of the hospital would approve the purchase of the drug. Both
procedures were equally follow. Most of the hospitals would buy at one time not more than five
cases every month of the smoking cessation drug.

As for factors influencing purchase of the drug, the hospital would reorder the
smoking cessation drug when current stocks declined to a certain required minimum. General
economic conditions had no effect on the amount of purchase of the drug. The most effective
stimulant for purchasing the drug was the profit motive on the part of the hospital. The ultimate
decision, however ,to purchase the drug or not was influenced primarily by patient demand for

ihe smoking cessation drug.
