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Abstract

The independent study of “The Analysis Economics Factors Impact on Imported
Drugs Consumption in Thailand During 1992-1997" had the objectives to study relationship
between the economics factors and the volume of original drug consumption in Thailand
The study had the following issues:
1. The nature of original drug business in Thajland.
2.The changing of Thai Economics during 1988-1997.
3.The relationship between the economics factors and the volume of original drugs
consumption in Thailand
In this study most data was collected from the Bank of Thailand, The
Pharmaceutical Producer Associations, IMS Health Co. Ltd. And from other secondary data
source. The study of original drugs business in Thailand and Thai economics were descriptive,
the relationship between volume of drugs <onsumption and economics was computed by SPSS
program. The result from the study found that.
The original drug company in Thailand are global or multinational company .The
head quarter of them are located in US, Europe and Japan. They do global marketing through their
branch in every region of the world. In Thailand there are many original companies and 48 of

them are member of Pharmaceutical Producer Association. 35 of them imported complete drugs,



13 of them imported chemical to manufacture in ’fhai]and. They use skimming pricing for patent
drugs. Inventory management and distribution worked through 10 distribution company. The key
channel of distribution are government /private hospital and drug store. Promotion activities have
2 main customers: Doctors and Health institutes.

Drugs consumption in Thailand are depend on many factors such as the growth of
population; the development of technology, the growth of economics, confrolling from
government and others,

The study also found that increasing of export -import, service balance, reserved
money of government, consumer price index, inter bank rate, health budget, number of patie;u,
gross domestic product will increase the volume of consumption Whereas 3 months fixed deposit
interest rate, domestic private investment do negative impact on volume of consumption but
increasing of unemployment rate and SET do very little impact on volume of drugs
consumption.

The result from multiple linear regression analysis from SPSS Program found the
equation:

Sales (per year) = 7028.45 + 0.316 (BUDG) million Bath...........(1)

When (BUDG) are health budget per year of ministry of public health
and

Sales (per quarter) =-1,338,811 + 72,354 (PATIENT) thousand bath ...(2)

When (PATIENT) are number of out and in patient department from government health

institute (except Bangkok). Both equation have statistic significance at 95% confident.
