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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to study the Comparison of the
Students’ Expenses for Studying at Vocational Certificate and Higher Secondary
School Levels in State Education Institutes in Chiang Mai in the academic year 2000.

The method of this studying was sending out 300 questionaires to both
students in Vocational Certificate and students in Higher Secondary Levels in the
academic year 2000 in State Education Institules in Chiang Mai for two semesters. 170
questionaired were answered by Vocational Certificate students and 130 questionaires
were answered by Higher Secondary Levels students. The answered questionaires were
analyzed by SPSS/PC* program. The analyzed data were presented in the form of
frequency table, and percentage table, Morever, data from various relevant books and
journals were included. The details of finings were as follow :

Most of the Higher Secondary Level students who answered the questionaires
were studying in the field of Science-Mathematics, English-Mathematics and English-
French, live in Muang Destrict, Chiang Mai, and most of the Vocational Certificate
students who answered the questionaires were studying in the field of commerce, live
in Muang Destrict, Chiang Mai.

The personal expenses related with residence were laundry, telephone,
housing expense, water and electricity. The Higher Secondary Level student has the
average expense of 8,235 baht per an academic year. Most of the ‘expense was the
housing expense, followed by electricity. The Vocational Certificate students has the
average expense of 13,500 baht per an academic year. Most of the expense was housing
expense, foliowed by telephone expense.

The personal expenses out of the residence were vehicle or fuel expense,
travelling expense of student who doesn’t stay with parents, entertainment, relaxation,
food, snacks and drink and another expense out of residence such as, barber and social
supporting expense. The Higher Secondary Level student has the average expense of



10,757 baht per an academic year. Most of the expense was food, followed by
entertainment, relaxation, snacks and drink expense. The Vocational Certificate
students has the average expense of 25,650 baht per an academic year. Most of the
expense was entertainment, relaxation, followed by food, snacks and drink expense.

The personal expenses related with costume, clothings and health care
expenses were personal utensil, school uniform, costume and clothing apart from the
school uniform. The Higher Secondary Level student has the average expense of 3,100
baht per an academic year. Most of the expense was personal utensil, followed by
school uniform. The Vocational Certificate student has the average expense of 7,150
baht per an academic year. Most of the expense was personal utensil, followed by
costume and another clothings expense apart from the school uniform.

The personal expenses related with the education were registration fee,
education fee, school’s maintaining fee, book, stationery, doing papers, tools and
clothes for workshop, extra activity, expense in the case of damage, another expense
related with education such as, extra lesson expense. The Higher Secondary Level
student has the average expense of 6,800 baht per an academic year. Most of the
expense was registration fee, followed by book and another expense related with the
education such as, extra lesson expense. The Vocational Certificate student has the
average expense of 7,400 baht per an academic year. Most of the expense was
registration fee, followed by stationery expense. :

The Higher Secondary Level student who answered the questionaires, has the
total personal expenses of 28,000 baht. The Vocational Certificate student who
answered the questionaires, has the total personal expenses of 53,700 baht. Most of the
two groups’ expenses were the personal expenses out of the resiuence, followed by the
personal expenses related with residence, but the Vocational Certificate student’
expenses were higher than the Higher Secondary Level student’ expenses,
