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Abstract

Chiang Mai city is renowned for its tourtst industry built upon service related
activities which foz_ms the core of its economic structure, Chiang Mai, an ancient capital, is filled
with the richness of history, graceful cultures and arts which it has accumulated over its
700 years of existence and turned into an unique identity of its own. The natural setting, the city's
architecture, its plan and settlement patterns, the moats, the city wall and many impressive
Buddhist monasteries and monuments all point to gracious and rich history. The Lanna culture
and the people's gentle and gracious way of life are a veritable part of Chiang Mai today. The
accelerating nature of the tourist industry, its stability and sustainability, require prioritizing
ecotourism as a main concern,

Ecotourism should re-emphasize the utilization of the “"samlor" (tricycle) as a main
form of transportation, particularly within the moats and old city walls. This project therefore
studies the promotion of "samlor" transportation for the sake of ecotourism. The project seeks the
feasibility of using the “samlor" through questionnaires researching the opinion of user, including
foreign and local tourists, local residents and the providers of “samlor" service, travel agencies

and “samlor" operators and drivers.



The study concladed that the responders would like to see improvement in the traffic
flow systern of Chiang Mai City, setting aside special areas for fricycle use and the upgrading of
the services provided by "samlor" operators and drivers. "Samlor" providers are capable and
réady to make all necessary improvement in their services requesting assistance and support from
the public and related private sectors to help in the implementation of the proposed

improvements.
