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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the factors dealing

1 in ¢&€eneral +then catigorized into the Education Commission of
Uttaradit Province and to compare the opportunity for further study in
Mathayom Suksa 1 of the number of pupils of the three groups.

Samples were drawn from Prathom 6 pupils in the academic year
of 1986. 3Z1 were under the Office of Uttaradit Primary Education
91 under the Office of the Private Education Commission and 75
under the Municipality of Uttaradit.

The statistics being applied in this research were Frequency

The results of factors dealing an opportunity of Prathom 6
pupils for further study in Mathayom Suksa 1 were as follows !

1. Factors of the students themselves, such as their learning

outcome § class attendance, counselling and plamning for futher



educeation, participabihg  in some special activities ; books, and
learning materials § reading newspaper, Jjournsl!, magazine ; health
listining and watching some programs as news, documentary and those of
open univérsiby.

Z. Factors of their families and psasrents, such as the
edﬁcational background, occupation,  interesting and average yearly
income of their parents and reiabivés ; the need of the parents for
their further study ; the number and sequence of children in the
family § and their natural parents,

‘ 3. Factors of their schools and teachers, such as the Eeen of
their teachers bowardé them, having secondary schools in their
sub-district, the distance betweeen home snd school, the special
participation of their teachers.

4, There was a statistical! significant at .01 level when
comparing -the number of pupils who could further their study with that
who could not, .and after considering the percentage of the three groups
for their further study, the results weré the followingt-

Education Commission

'4.2 42.67 X from those under the Municipality of Uttaradit

4,3 38.94 - X from those under the Office of Primary

Educat ion Commission.
