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Abstract

The obJjectives of thls research were to study Srinehru school
programs and to analyze factors affecting low achievement,  abhsence,
repetitioﬁ and dropout of Hmong students.

The research methodology wés the Ethnographic/Anthropological
or Phenominology. The instruments for collec@ing data were
Participant Observation, Field note and Non-Structured Interviewing.

Field work séarbed at Khunchangkian wvillage and Srinehru
School in ‘the middle of October 1986 and finished in the end of
October 1987. One academic and acgricultural year was spent for

collecting data. The populastion were the staff of tedachers,

students, parents, pecple, the students who finished from the school,



and the other privaté or government oft'icers. TheA date was analyzed
by inductive approach with social and anthropology theory. The data
pesented by the analyzed-descriptive approach.

The fidings showgd 7 factors affecting toc low achievement,
absence, repetition and dropout :-

Administration. It revealed that the curriculum was not
appropriate to. local situationy the curriculum implementation was not
effective; supervision and monitoring was not regu;arly practiced;and
physical environment was not facilitated.

Lesson plans and its implementation. The instructional
activities, instructional technigque and measurement method were not
followed to the curriculum.

Parents. They were uneducated. Their economic position was
not good. The professions and family culture were the obstruction of
education,

Community. It was lack of public facilities; garden site were
far from their home ; and they had bad attitude toward education and
less school helping.

Students, They were bad health §; lack of readiness and
attention. Homework was not done. Their absence caused by
comduiﬂqry education - criteria 3 custom and believe ; and friends
affected low achievement, repetition and dropout.

Language. It raised the problem of 1listening, speaking,
reading and writting. It effected to teaching and learning in other
subject areas.

Activities, Too much morning activity and other activities

affected to class schedule.
