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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to evasluate the co-ocperatives
activities in five General Educstion Department Secondary schools,
Lamphun Provincé. Those five schools were classified as big size,
medium size and small size. The evaluation was concentrated on
context, input, process and product evaluation. The atbitude of
the members toward the co-operatives' mctivities was also studied,

In this evaluation, gquestionaires, interview forms, test
form and sttitude test were employed. The questionaire for
committees was used tﬁ ask fifty-two committees of co-uperatives'
activities and the guestionaire for members was used to ask seven
hundred and fourty-three members of co-operative activities. The
interview form was used to interview five managers. The test form
was used to btest of knowledge in co-operative activities of five
hundred and fifty student members. And the attitude test was used

to ask seven hundred and fourty-three members.



The data were then analyzed by describing the fact of the
informations, using means and precentage, as well as testing with
F-test. The results can be concluded as follows i

School co-operative activities in every size had vgood
context, the members' desirable corresponds to the objectives of
school co-operstive activities.

In the phase of inputs, knowledge and experiencesz on
co—operatives' activities of the committees and managers of school
co-operative activities in every size were about the same, but
work-load on activities of the managers offered by schools as well
as funds of school co-aperatives' activities in big size and
meduim zizes were more than co—operative- activities of the s=mall
size schoels.,

In account of process, school co—-operative activities in
every size did not focus on providing knowledge and comprehension
about co-cperatives' activities defined by the objectives of
school co—operatives'activities. However, a school co-operatives'
activity of the medium size organized activities corresponds to
achool co-operatives' rules more than in big size and small size
schools.

In the issue of products, school co-aoperatives' activities
in every size had abundant commercial products but lack of
educational products : that isj the members of school co-operatives'

activities learned a little about co-operatives.



For the members' asttitude toward co-operatives' activities,
the members of school co-operatives in every size showed positive
attitude toward ideals, the principles and methods of co-cperatives,
as well as the rules. The members of schoo! co-operatives in small
size shaowed positive attitude toward the procedure of the
co—-operatives and the providing benifit to members, : The members
of school co-operatives in big size and medium size showed negative
attitude toward financial evidence management, educating members
about co-operatives, offering convenience and satisfied service,

and surveying members' desires of goods.
