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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate and compare the opinions
of school administrators and teachers concerning the conditions
and problems of the acedemic effairs supervision within Primary
schools under the Office of Chiang Mai Provincial Primary Educa-—
tion. The data was collected through the quesionnaires which were
answered by 640 samples of Primary School administrators .and
teachers in Academic year 1987. The deta were then analyzed by
comput ing percentage, average, and t-test, The mejor findings
were concluded as follows t

Among 9 items of task performance 1in academic affairs
supervision within Primary schools, both school administrators
and teachers agreed on 6 items that they were at moderste level
of performance. They included curriculum and its implementation,

learning and teaching, curriculum implementation and teaching



materials, library service, educational supervision and academic
meeting and seminars.

The rest three items were perceived by school administra-
tors as at the high level of performance while school teachers
perceived as at moderate level. They included educational
measurement and evalustion, planning and scheduling supervisory
activities and promoting teeching activities.

Among 9 items of task performance in academic affairs
supervision within school both schoel administrators and teachers
agreed that 8 items were found to have moderate level of problems.
They were curriculum and its implementation, learning and
teaching, curriculum supplementary and teaching materials,
library service, educational supervision, plamming and schedul ing
supervisory activities, promoting teaching activities, and
academic meeting and seminars.,

Only one item that was found a8t moderate level of
problems by school teachers but were found less problems by
school administrators. The item was educational measurement land
evaluation,

As the whole, the comparison concerning 9 items of task
performance of scademic affairs supervision within primery schools
between school administrators and teachers were found to be
signifficantly different (« ¢ .01)

As for the problems, only one item of tesk performance was
found negetive signifficantly different (ac§ .017. The item was
leerning end teaching. The others g items were not found

signifficantly different.
