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Abstract.

The purpose of this study was to construct the Gharavasa-
dhamma (The Virtues of Laity) test, consisted of the tests of
Sacca (Truth), Dama (Self-trainedness), Khanti (Patience) and Caga
(Sacrifice). The study consisted of 4 situation tests, each
consisted of 15 situations. The sample of the study was 40d lower
secondary school students in General Education Department in
Srisakate Province, 1988 by Multi-Stage Sampling.

The findings were as follows :

1. There was face validity of the 4 tests of Ghardvasa-
dhamma by the experts and the concurrent validity of the tests was
statistically significant.

2., The reliability of the 4 tests of Gharavasadhamma
was .9014. .8284, .7977 and .8260 respectively.

3. The discrimination powers of 4 situations of the 4 tests

of Gharavasadhamma were all significantly.
