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Abstract,

This study investigated the Tambon Council Committee members’
opinions on‘readiness, pérticipation, problems and obstacles in the
Educat.ion 'for Rural Village Development Project  concerning
vqcation—oriénted education provided by the .primary schools in
Changwat, Tak. _VThe sample under study consisted of 133 Tambon
Council Coﬁmittee members who participaﬁed in the forementioned
project in Changwat Tak during the year 1988. These subjects weré
selected by the method of cluster sampling; A structured interview
wég» used in collecting the data. Whereupon, the collected data
vere analyzed thr@ugﬁ‘the applications of frequency counts and

‘percentage.



The findings could be summarized as follows :

1. Most Tambon Council éommittee members expressed that.
primary schobls in the project were'ready in providing vocational
education services and facilities to the people in school
uildings, personnei, curriculum, teaching,aids and materials.

2. Most committee members took part in organizing vocational
éducatién' services. starting from problems and resources survey,
problem .analysis and planning, impleméntation, evaluation and
follow-up. | |

3. of ali_committee nemnbers interviewed, they.revealed the
| foilowing problems : lack of budgét, lack of man power and lacks of

materials and learning venues.
