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Abstiract

This research was aimed at constructing a Thai language subject
integrated instructional package for Prathom Suksa 1 educable mentally
retarded children. Its efficiency was to be determined by the
children’s 1earning'achievement. The criterion was set at 60% level.
Teachers’ opinions concerning the package was also taken into account..
The subjects for field experiment were nine Prathom Suksa 1 children
énd 10 teachers of Kawila Anukul School, the school for educable
mentally retarded children in Chiang Mai. Research tools were
1) the intégrated instructional package on "Language in Daily Life",
designed for 48 instructional periods by the researcher; 2) a criterion-
referenced achievement test; and 3) a Package Evaluation Form

In designing the package, the researcher combined different
systéms approach models and began with the study' of‘ curriculum

documents and students’ special needs and problems. From these data,



decision on learning goals and obJjectives was made. The following
steps were task analysis, identifying entry behavior, and determining
the package contents. Based on learners’ background and daily life
activities, contents from life-experience and character—-development
subject - areas were integrated and sequenced, using the Thai ILanguage
content as the integrating core. The contents were divided into three
sub-units accordingly. Each sub-unit cﬁnsisted of the teaching plan,

the content, instructional media, the exercises and the test. After
‘the instructional packageilmui been| :tried! out in a small group and
revised it according to the feedback data, it was then implemented in
the field experiment.

The results showed that childreh’s achievements were as high as

90.34% and 86.91% for the process and the final outcomes respectively.

After evaluating all components of the package, the teachers thought
all of them were very appropriate. Factors facilitating Childfen’s
success were,also found. These were, for example, responsive learning
enviromments, teacher-pupil interaction, and some teaching techniques
such as questioning--probing and prompting, behavior modeling, and

positive reinforcements.
