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- Abstract

The purpose of this study is to critically review
-and evaluate the existing curriculum of the Higher Certifi-
cate in Health Education B.E. 2525 at the Physical Education
doilego with intention.of improving it. The evaluatioo
model adopted was'CIPP. Data were gathered from various
documents and student records obtained from the registra-
tion sections of six Physical Education Colleges; interviews
with curriculum committees mombors, questionaires collected
from Assistant Directors, instructors, students, past
grsduates and their employers. The data were evaluated
by'congrueﬁca and empirical contingency; comparing with

each evaluative criteria. The results were as followst




Context Evaluation

There was.no gﬁfficient information base as regards
the development of the existing'currichlum. Its philosophy
and objectives were not clearly articulated., Neither were
specific objective and policy guidelines for its implemen«
tation made clear., Furthgrmore, the existing curriculum
rstructure was found to be rather inappropriate especially
as regards redundant content and a high numbef of credits

required. =~

Input Evaluation

-Sfudents entered the 6 colleges with different
level of academic ability but éll lower than the reqﬁired
standard. Generally instructors were found to be qualified
and experienced in their teaching assigﬁment. But the num-
ber of health education instructors Qas insuffiqient'and
below.the required standard., Besides, most instructors.
were 3156 assigned a number of extrﬁ non-teachiﬁg fasks,

thus making their overload responsibility.

Process Evaluation

There was no clearly articulated practical pattern

for curriculum administration, especially regarding entrance

examination, course management, and teaching-Learning evalua-

tion. As regards the curriculum implementation, a rather

high degree of course overlapping and duplication was found.




Furthermore, in‘a number of course teaching methods, mate~
rials and evaluation prbcedures needed to bé improved.‘

Most of the colleges, however provided good facilifies and
services. Nevertheless, drinking and water facilities for

lavatory system were still not up té standard.,

Product Evaluation

It ﬁas found that graduates from the 6 colleges

were, on the average, academically gqualified, i.e., with a
rather fair lével of academic achievement; Their empléyers,
i.e.y Primary Schools, were‘reportedly quite satisfied with
their practical performance and persbnal characteristics,
‘indicating that the general fequiréments of the qurriculum
were met.. Finall&, the graduates reported they were able

to directly apply.their knowledge gained from their required

majors both in the schools and in the community at large.'
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
