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Abstract

This research aimed at the study of three factors relating to
the implementation of the primary school cluster academic resource
canters under the Lamphun Provincial Primary FEducation Office. The
three factors were : primary school teachers’ opinions on setting up
the centers, implementation readiness, and implementation condition
inciuding problems and obstacles.

The regearch sample were involved personnel in twenty primary
school cluster resource centers in Lamphun province selected by
stratified-random sampling technique. ‘Three sets of questionnaires,
containing rating scale and checklist items, were distributed to 220

persons-involved in the implementation of the centers. -Arithmetic



Mean, Standard Deviation, and Percentage Ratio were used in analyzing
data.

The major findings were summarized as follow :

1. Primary school teachers strongly agreed with the setting
up of the centers,

2e Three aspects of readiness for the implementation of the
centers were at the low level. These were materialg and facllities,
instructional media, and budget. The other three aspects : -
building, personnel, and general administration were at the moderate
level.

3. The implementation condition including problems and
obstacles :

3vs1. As for the implementation condition, thelcenters
emphasized instruction media production and service, library, service,
responding to instruction development tasks from the provincial
center, and managing teaching and learning evaluation in school
clusters.
3.2+ The most serious prpblems and obstacles were the lack

of three aspects of implementation readiness :- materials and
facilities, instruction medias and budget. The next serious problems
and obstacles were lack of well-organized planning, planning irrelevant
to school problems and needs, and evaluation process of the implemen~
tation itself, inadequate communication of the centers’ roles and
tasks, and also inadequate cooperation with related organization
