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Abstract

This research aimed to evaluate the project of leafning
activities development for a school lunch program about the proper of
object.ive, input, process, goal attainment, problem collecting and
school’s operat.ing advice. |

The subdect of this research were primary schools under Lomphun
provincial primary education. Simple random were used for sampling
from - each district, the total number of subject obtained was 142 and
sampling of 12 schools for interviewing and observing. Staﬁistical
analyses provided the frequency, percentile, arithmetic means,

standard deviation and analytical description of the data.




The finding were as follows :

1. Most schools had made the objectives which tock along with
the province;s objectives. It suited to t.ﬁe problem situations such
as the lack of lunch, lack of mutrition of the students. The
objectives could be operated and evaluated.

2. The Inputs of this project were appropriate. There vere
enough quantity and quality of personel, budget, place, materials and
operational techniques such as teachers, | parents had good attitude for
this project. They provided the cqntribut.ion and participation. Most
teachers had good characteristic and experience. Schools in poor area,
' _ dry and distant village did not have enough teachers to réspcmd the
school lunch activities. The fund of two-third (ﬁ' schools was reduce
but could be continued the project. A little sum of schools could do
the project for half a year. Half the school have a kitchen and
canteen, some of them have unsuitable kitchen. Two-third used a
workshop to cook and to be a cént.een, but some used the classroom,
under building or under the tree. It.l is unsuitable for health. Most
of t;he school have encugh instruments for cooking such as plates,
bowls but a instrument box, agriculture instrument, tables and cbhairs
were not enough. Most of ther had the best technique to administate
the lunch program. They put the teachers and students te look for the
program activitiés, put the Work-Oriented Experiences’s period inﬁo
the progran. They cocked lunch more than one day in a week, sold food
in a cheap price, serviced free lunch for the poor students.

Confortable food was more than the other kinds and could do




extra-nutrition for most of schobls, but could cbok twice a week in
some schools.

3. Evéry step in the process could be dﬁhe in every school.
Cooking process, eating, washing and keeping gained student
participation more than management processing, cooking preparing,
materials preparing and food preserving which- gained student
participation at modirate and low level. |

4. Schodls achieved good goals in providing everylstudents for .
| good- Iunch. Students learned by practicing in real situationm.
Teachers, ﬁrinciples and parents had good attitude toward the
projects. Teachers comprehened and were able to persue along the
project.

5. The problems of this project were nol serious. Some
interested problem weres schools in poor area, dry and distant village
had not enough teachers to respond the project and,shor£ of money to
support the project. Students had least participation in operating
the activities.

6.'Teachefs had adviced to increase the personel and budget to

support. the project.
