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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the teaching
competencies in 4 aspects : curriculum, instruction, instructional aids
and content of 81 English.teachers teaching in the academic year of
1980 in the secondary schools undef the supervision of the General
Educat.ion Department, Phayao Province. A questiommaire and a test
were used as the instruments for data collection. The obtained data
were analyzed by means of frequency,'percentage, arithmetic mean and
staﬁdard deviation.

The results were as follows:

1. Curriculum competencies

The teachers’ curriculum competencies wére at a moderate
level. The teachers knew the 6bjectives and structuée of the English
curriculum at a high level b& studying curriculum méterials. English
curriculum improvement was perfofmed at a high level by modifying

the content to suit the students’ level of ability and by analyzing



general and specific objectives. Curriculum improvement activities
in the English Section were held at a moderate level. Work-shops
and training but not research were conducted at a low level.
2. Instruction competencies

The teachers’ instruction competencies.were at a moderate
level. In lesson plamning, the teachers studied the lesson plans .
to a great extent. In so doing the contents and activities were
studied and the lesson objectives were analyzed. The teachers
followed the lesson plan at a moderate level for most of them
modified the plans at a high level to suit the students and time.
Most  lessons started with revision of previous knowledge and
introduction of the lesson objectives. All language skills including
listening, speaking, reading and writing were taughﬂ integratedly ét
a high level. Students studied from instructional aids at a high level.
Inglish was moderately used in teaching. In their instructional
psychology application, Lhe teachers paid attention to all students
alike together with £he use of stimulating questions. Besides,
praises and accepltance were used at a high level as means of
réinfdréement. Skiil enrichment activities arranged at a moderate
ievel were exhibitions. abouﬂ.special days. Remedial teaching was
performed at a moderate level and the lessons were summarized at the
end of the period. Summative and formative evaluation were also
performed at a high level. Tests, exercises and observation were used
as measuring and evaluating instruments at. a high lével. The results

vere reported as soon as the evaluation was finished at a high level.



Fvaluation was used in order to improve the teaching acitivities and
to cousel the students at a high level. Teachers evaluated their own
teaching at a high level by observing students’ behavior and
summarizing students®’® achievement. Finally, most teachers reported
that the lesson objectives were fulfilled only at a moderate level.
3. Instructional aids competencies
The teachers’ instructional aids competeﬁcies were at a
moderate level. Instructional aids were produced at a high level by
teachers. Instructional aids used at a high level were texts, handouts
and blackboard.
4. Content competencies
The teachers’ content competencies were at. a high level.
The knowledge and understandings were at the highest level concerning
stress, writing and culture while functions, reading, grammar and

vocabularies were at a high level.
