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Abstract

The objectivesiof this study were :

1) To create story telling lessons by using the folktalé as -;
supplement. in reading class of Prathom Suksa 2 students.

2) To find the reading progress of the students in both
experimental and control groups and to compare the reading achievement
of students in both groups. :

The sample studied were 42 Prathom Suksa 2 students in 1990
academic year of Ban Hua School as the experimental group and that of
Ban Phalad School as the control group. One hundred and eight
teachers, under the Lamphun Provincial Office of Primary Education,
were selected to evaluate the lesson effectiveness.

The experiment was performed by the researcher herself.
According to the lesson plan, both experimental and control éroups
were taught in 27 periods, 3 periods a day and it lasted in 9 days.

The findings were as follouss;



1. The lessons were satisfactory in most teachers’ opinions.

2. The lessons were excellent in experimental group’s opinion.

3. The students’ reading prégress in both experimental and
control groups was significantly different at. 0.05 level. The
comparison of the achievement of both groups, computed by t-test, was
significantly different at 0.05 level which showed that the achievement

of experimental group was higher than the control group.
