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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to constrﬁct creative writing
skills activities for hill-tribe students in Prathom Suksa 2, to
develop a handbook for teachers, and to investigate the resulting
reactions by the stﬁdents to the activities as specified in the
bandbook.

The twenty-four activities in the handbook for teachers' vere
“administered and then revised under the supervision of four experts.
The two sections of creativity tests constructed included: the first
six sublests makinglup ﬂhe creative wrilting response section and the
picture deécriptioh response'section. The computed Coefficient Alpha
for the creative writing response test resulted with values of 0.644,
0.599, 0.854, 0.579, 0.896 and 0.855. The correlation of the picture
‘descriptioh scores graded by the three graders resulied with values of

0.771, 0.763, and 0.700.



The samples studied were -47‘students' in Prathom Suksa 2
Academic Year 1990. The subjects studied consiSted- of eighteen
. students from Ban Nong Kieéw School and twenty—nine from Ban Arunothai
School. Both groups of students were tahght by the same teacher. The
exercise consisted of 24 seperate méetings, each meeling was divided
1nto three 20-minute .periods. Data was collected by using the
resultlng scores of both a pre-test and a post -test, of creative writing
test. A comparison of both scores was derived by using a t test.

| The study found that both groups of students who were taught
using the creatlve writing skills activities as- spe01f1ed in the
handbook, averaged higher post-test scores than pre-test scores. The
test showed that the creative writing skills of students improve at a
signifficant level of 0.01. In addition, the study found that the
scaores of the first six'tests'of the éreative;writing skills were more
effective in measuring- the students’ agtual Creétive writing skills

than were the scores for the picture description test.
