The ones used for
the investigation of gquality of the priméry sohooi teachers'desirable
charactoristics scale were 352 teachers. |

The primary school teachers' desiréble ‘characterstics’ scaie‘
was composed of 10 characteristics, 1in 99 items. These included
responsibility and diligent, human relation, sacrifice, creativity,
" honesty and fairness, resonaﬁility .self—confidence, dfscipline.

kindness, and thriftiness.




The primary school teachers' desirsble characteristics scale
had high construct validiby. exami ned by the  educational experts and
the factor analysis. Its concurrent validity was . done through the
comparison of mean matching between teacher and peeb. There were ho
difference between teachers' and their péers' ideas on eighbt
characteristics, however, the ideas on &two characteristics were
dif?erenﬂ. They were humaﬁ. relation and diéciplfnes, which were
significant abt .01 level, of confidenﬁ. The discrimination of each
’item was significant st .001 level. -The reliability . of  each
' chafacteristic.was +7931 bo .9845 and .9599 when all subtests are

combined.
