Fiﬁdings reveal that in thérpasb the Sandlong process highly
contﬁlbuted to the Tai people‘s_ways of life since in had been part
and parcel of the cpmmunity leaﬁning-process. The temple constituted

an e&ducational center providing both seculer and relidious esducation

for community members directed and supervised by teacher monks.

At present, the Sandlong process, thcﬁsh still playing some
educational roles, has lost ﬁuch of its original significance. A small
number of yoﬁngébers in thé province.beneflb from this learning process
during their summer vecetion annual}y. Even given its limited role, it

still serves as a sociallglng agent directing the youngsters' behavior

+to desired ends.
