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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study Saraburi secondary
school Fnglish teachers’ perception of and their needs for development
in communicative language teaching in the following aspects curriculum,
communicative approach fheory, objectives, contents, instructibnal
management,, pfoduction and utilization of instructional materials,
meaéurement and evaluafion. The preferred formats, venues, and
resource persons for staff development were also investigated.

The subjects of this research were 134 English teachers
teaching in the secondary schools in the first semester of 1991 under
the supervision -of Saraburi ¢eneral BEducat.ion Department. A
quest.ionnaire, rating scale and open ended questions were used as
instruments for data collection. The obtained data was analyzed by

means of frequency, péercentage, arithmetic mean and standard deviaf.ion.




The results of the research were as follows :

1) As a whole, English teachers perceived that they understood
the principle of communicalive English teaching at a moderate level in
all of the aspects.

2y As a whole, English teachers needed development in
communicative Language teaching at a high Level in all of the aspects.
Ranked according to the afithmetic mean of preference, they wvere
objectives, contents, production and utilizat.ion of instructional
materials, curriculum, instructional management, commmicative
approach theory, and measurement. and evaluation respect.ively.

3) As for the preferred formats, venues, and resource persons,
the teachers needed to develop their ability in communicative Language
teaching through inservice training.\ They also expressed that the
pre~training nee&s servey, and the use of domonstration and practice
were nNecesSary. The most. convenient training time was before the
start of the first semester with the Length of 1-Z days. The emphaéis
of the content was on practice and the contents should be sequenced
according to their perceived value. The [ollow-up evaluation of
trainees was also needed in both the theory implication and practice.
" Budgets from the government.were required in training management.
Teachers preferred to Language inst.itut.ions run by foreign
orgénizations such as British Council or AUA Language Center as their
first. priority in the training venues followed 'by their schools.
Their preferable resource persons in a respective order were English
native speakers, Thai TESOL expert.s, non-nalt.ive English Lecturers form

a college and university.
