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Abstract

The purpose of this study was ' to study the B.E. 2533 Revised
Curriculum implementation preparation and its problems ang obstacles
-through 2534 academic year in the 53 primary schools under Maesuay
District, Primary Education Office, Chiang Rai Province. All data were
éollected from questionaires and were analized by frequency and
percentage. The results were as follows :

1. Curriculum implementation preparation. In most of the small,
medium size and large schools, the students and parents were imformed
about new curriculum by formal meeting. The coordination between
schools and other agencies was inadequate, thus the students gained less
benefits from the regional academic resources. Moreover there was no
efficient staffs’ preparation in schools themselves but only the higher
official service was used, then staffs’ knowledge and understanding of

curriculum and teaching-learning activities was inadequate. The school
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administrative system which provided an opportunity for staffs to
involve in decision wmaking, made‘staffs good morale and confidence in
working. Instructional media serﬁice during working hour provided good
use of facilities. All morale activities were held by the cooperation
of both the administraters and the staffs. Information handling system
was not organized effectively, therefore, all information was hardly
used in planning to serve the community needs.

2. The problems and obstacles. In most of small, medium size and
large schools appeared to be unprepared in curriculum implementation.
The problems and obstacles were staffs preparation by only the higher
officials, the staffs overloaded tasks, less participation of community
in instructional development, inefficient information handling system.
In addition, instructional media management was inefficient, inadequate

budget and morale activities assessment was not achieved.
