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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study some factors
related to the organizing of independent-activities of the B.E. 2533
revised lower secondary school curriculum and to study its problems
and the teachers” opinions. The subject used for this study were 7
medium size schools, Witaradit Province. The documentary énalysis,
structured observation and interviews were employed in this study.
The key informants were school administrators, heads of activities
departments, counseling teachers and Mathayom Suksa 1 independent-
activities advisors in the acadamic year 1991. Data were analysed by

persentage and descriptive analysis. The findings were as follows :



1. Organizing independent-activities.

All of activities could be classified into three types;
acadamic, recreation and vocational activities. Each type could bhe
considered as the controlled, half-controlled and non-controlled
management.. The controlled ones, schools proposed so many activities
for students that they had a choice to take one. Students of
half-controlled ones could either choose school-activities or their
owns. For non-controlled ones, students took only their desired-
activities. The similar of the three was that advisors were assigned

and activities-documents were prepared by school acadamic departments.

2. Factors related to the organizing independent-activities.

2.1 School context.. The content of the independenﬁ—activities
was confered to teachers and students as part of the new curriculum
by the school acadamic departments. Activities were offered only under
the limitations of buildings and lands. They did not make a survey
the community resources and in-school person resources to benefit for
independent.-activities.

2.2 Activities planning. Most schools used handbooks as plan
but. some schools, activity advisors got a chance to plan their own
activities. Students of half-controlled and non-controlled had an
opportunity to practice in planning.

2.3 Plan implementation. The school acadamic departments
played an active role in planning independent-activities while heads

of activities departments had no free time to follow up activities.



Activity advisors were not sure in doing the Jjob because the lack of
clear guidelines.

2.4 Administration and supervision. Most schools did not have
committee bhut the school acadamic departments took responsible for
independent-act.ivit.ies administration. The heads of activities
departments had not any role for supervision.

2.5 Personnel. It was recognized by most activity advisors +to
practice their roles. They viewed that advisors and students
themsleves were important in organizing independent.—activities,
© especially teachers’ capabilities should be considered. School
counselors had not. taken part in independent-activities but counseling
units served as a centre for independent-activities. They also
advised that needs and interests among students and teachers were

important.

3. Problems and opinions about independent-activities

The encountered problems included insufficient number of
" teachers , lack of space and facilities, lack of perception about
independent-activities and lack of cooperation among units in schools.
All of teachers viewed that independent-activities was directly useful

for students but it was rather difficult to get the apporpriate type.
