Abstract

This study was designed to analyze teaching manpowar
in schools under Chiang Mai Provincial Primary-Education
Office.

The participants under study consisted of 924 primary
schools under Chiang Mai ProQincial Primary Education Offica.
The data were collected by using 4 guestionnaires dealing
with quantity and quality of primary schools, student’s and
teacher’s amount by OCYPE’s and Teachers Commission’s criteria,
' scthls’ teaching manpower by OCPPE’s and Teachars Cohmission’s
criteria, and specific on primary schools which began to teach

lower secondary level .




The findings shdwed'that in. the 1991 academic vear,
there were 8,100 teacher’s positions. When comparad with:
.criteria of Teachers Commission, there should be 8,741
positions so there were lack of 641 teachers. In the 1992
academic year, there were 8,131 teacher’s pbsitions; Whan
compared with the Commission’s criteria, there should be
9,014 positions so there were lack of 883 teachers.
Comparing with the criteria of OCPPE, thars were 7,759
teachers i.e.,372 teéchers over the criteria. The diffefence

betwsan criteria of Taéchers Commission and OCPPE was 1,255

positions.

Based on the fTindings obtained, the teaching manpowsr

adjustments in the 1992 academic ysar ware as Tfollows: able

to transferraed 250 teachers to vacant positions, transferred

142 teachers, transferred 365 helping teachers in OCPPE,

transferred 188 teachers from thse other provincial QCPPE and

transfarred 51 teachers to the othaer OCPPE. Furthermore, the

Office of National Primary Ecucation Commission had permitted

a transfer of 102 teachers from the exceeded criteria primary

schools to primary schools that needed more teachers. There

wera 100 helping teachers transferred to the extanding

compulsory education schools because of the spacific in major

subjects. At the same time, the OCPPE had implemented the
in-service training courses for six major subjects for

school teathars.
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
