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Abstract

This research study firstly aimed to analysed the condition of
the implementation of "Art for Functional Living" courses in
secondary schools, Bangkok Metropolis. Secondly, @ it surveyed the
opinions of teachers who taught "Art for Functional Living" towards
curriculum change. Thirdly; it studied problems, needs and
suggestions of curriculum implementation of "Art for Functional
Living" and the data were collected from teachers academic
administrators of assistants secondary schools under the Department
of General Education, Bangkok. Check-list questionnaires and
open—ended ones were employed to get information from teachers.
Interview forms were used for academic administrators assistants.
Data were analysed by computing percentages and descriptive amalysis.
. The findings of this research study were as follows;

1. Corditions of implementation of "Art for Functional Living"

1.1 Curriculum to lesson plans.



The majority of teachers studied the curriculum and
curriculum materials and implemented lesson plans. Most of them set
objectives and made lesson plans together in their school cluster.
These objectives were related to curriculum goals. Most teachers
collected subject matter from textbooks.

1.2 Instructional Approach.

The ma jority of teachers attention was to inculcate in
students the art value and encouraged them to be proud of Thai art and
culture. More than half of teachers used teaching methods which guided
students’ performance and then performed by themselves. Apart from
guiding students, teachers also used process skills. Instructional
media which they regularly used were charts, pictures, real items, tape
recorders and models. More than one third of teachers had attention to
measure and evaluate their own instruction in order to get
information to improve students’ learning and their teaching. They
emphasized on process skills of learning, so they evaluated students’
work and performance. ‘

1.3 Curriculum implementation support.

The ma jority of school administrators interpretaled the
curriculum to teachers by organizing meetings regularly. They took part
in curriculum implementation by accepting teachers’ idea and also
advised them on their problems of curriculum implementation. They
prepared personnel on curriculum implementation by oganizing seminars,
training and explanation. They informed teachers of the B.E. 2533
Revised Curriculum and gave them details of 'cur'riculwn change.



Besides, they asked experts to inform teachers of main points on the
B.E. 2533 Revised Curriculum. Most administrators encouraged teachers
in implementing innovation, instructional media production and
implementation, curriculum material service, library service and
audio—visual service. They provided teachers moral support and good
welfare. Colleagues had opportunities of giving ideas to administrators.
They were supervised by taking study tour and taking part in seminars .
Administrators sometimes visited teachers and supervised them at their
department. Teachers were also encouraged to exhibit their work.

2. Opinions of teachers who taught " Art for Functional Living"
on curriculum change.

About half of teachers had opinions that integrating
visual art with music and dramatic art in "Art for Functional Living"
would not the better conditions. More than half of teachers had
opinions that the learning time was too short. More than half of
teachers did not agree to the improvement "Art for Function Living"
curriculum . Most teachers had opinions that the improved curriculum
of "Art for Functional Living" should have been continuously
implemented .However, it should have been improved.

3. Problems,needs and suggestions of the implementation in "Art

for Functional Living" curriculum.
The important problems were that the learning time which
was set in the curriculum was too little. Specialized teachers in one
area could not teach " Art for Function Living "in the other area.

They were not keen on the subject matter, so it was necessary to



arrange more than one teacher per subject. Teachers lacked of skills
in process skill teaching. They were not supervised either. The
ma jority of teachers suggested that seperation of music and dramatic
art should be done and time should be increased. Teachers should be
assigned on their professional subject. They should be trained in
media production and utilization. Seminars for teachers who taught
"Art for Function Living"should be organized, so teachers would have
opportunities to suggest their opinions on curriculum implementation.
The method of evaluation should have been made suitable for "Art for
Function Living" and teachers should have opportunities to

choose their own evaluation methods.
