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Abstract

The lohjectives of the research were to evaluate the conditions
and to analyze the factors related to the success of Self-Employment
Promoticn Project in the Educational Opportunity Expansion Schools at
lower secondary education. The samples who gave informabion were

23 project responsible teachers, 133 project adviser teachers and 238

}

pupils Joining the projects from 26 educatianal apportunity expansion
schools  in Sakonnakhon province. The study showed that the project
was conducted as follows : 1) Sitaabion analyéis, the information
from the student’s selif-employnent achtivities nandbooks, compunity-
economic conditions and types of occupaticn, the parents’ occupat ions,
students’ occupational needs and interest, budget., materials,
buildings amd Lheir location were considered for possibility and

suitabllity of selting Lhe project in the schools.




2) Project planing, the project plan was drawn up in order to set‘ the
self-enployment. activities. Most of the plans were placed in the
sthool year-plan. The project goal was the grouping of students in
order Lo choose their self-employment occupation activities according
to their needs and interest.. They used the sLages_of congidening the
possibility and suitability, planning and drawing up the
self-enployment project as the school’s project planing.
3 Implementation, the school prepared all related factors such as
personnel, bhudget, materials and buildings, management., public
reiation, etc. In operation the school let the students draw up the
praject. in  the occupation they chose for their groﬁp and set the
project advisers {or the group. The adviser 4Look +the roles of
exémining, advising, guiding and reporting to the administrators or
the project responsible peoplef 4y Bvaluation, the evaluation
processes  were in ¥ sbages : pre-operation stage, while-operation
 stage and  post-operation stage. In  the pre-operation stage they
examined the shool conditions, the student needs and interest in
occupation, markets - and project service.l In the while-operation
stage they evaluated the cooperation within the group and working
system. And in the post-operation stage the e§a1uated the proJject
profit.

The implemention as mentioned above made the project successful
according to the Department of General Education’s criteria. However,
the study also showed that the project was facing the pbroblems about
the persomel’s readiness such as knowledge, understanding and time

devoted to the project. Furthermore the unsuitable, enviromment for




producing and project service, the luck of support money, the lack of
cooperat.lve system and therlaok of other support made the project far
trom the project’s plan. These were the main factors that might
effect, Lhe project and made the project more succeed were personnels,

community environment, budget and management.
