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Abstract

This study investigated opinions and probléms concerning student
affairs administation at Doi Ssket Wittayakhom School, Chiang Mai
Province. The sample under study consisted of 73 teachers, 8 Jjanitors
and 276 students. Rating scale and open-ended questionnaires
constructed by the researcher were used to collect the data. Whereupon,
the collected data were analyzed through the applications of
percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings indicated that student affairs administration at
Doi Saket Wittayakhom School as perceived by the sample were rated at
the high and highest levels in the following aspects: project planning,
activities and work schedule 3 peace keeping in the school 3 analysis
of unsuitable behaviors and ways to correct those behaviors 3

evaluation 3 the work on rules and regulations, line of management 3



ackivities in promoting and developing good citizanshiﬁ) and better
moral 3 activities in promoting democracy ; and arranging student
orientation every semester.

As for problems and recommendations concerning student affairs,
teachers revealed that the student committee should be able to
participate more in school activities. Moreover, the Jjanitors
expressed that there should be more of student moral promotion.
Students should get more training and learning in good citizenship,
moral and values from Dharma Center other than that from the school. .
If the student were to violate school rules and regulations, he/she
should be warned or be punished accordingly. And the parent should be
informed of student’s behavior. In addition, students revealed that
the school disciplinary section should pay more attention to
correcting problem and student’s behavior. Consequently, student of
good academic standing, good manner and good behavior should be
rewarded, whereby, his/her parent should also be notified of the good
deed.
