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Abstract

This research is of the purposes of making and presenting an
interesting Model of Intention Measurement with Grade V-VI Students on
the two elective subjects of English and works orientation. The

research is conducted by using ﬁﬁe Fishbein-Ajzen’s Theory.

The.. sampie group consisted of 389 Grade V-VI Students from
various schools in academic year 1981 under the Office of Chiangrail
Provincial Primary Education.

In respect of this research, the data were analyzed using
percentage, arithmetic means, standard deviation, t-test, correlation
coefficient, alpha coefficient and multiplé regression analysis.

The reseérch results could be summarized as follows :-

- concurrent validity.

And the correiation coefficient representing the concurrent
validity of English and works orientation is between .88 and .87
while the Model of Attitude Measurement’s reliability of those is
between .2583, .7879, .1505 and .1197, .5420, .03805 respectively.

Attitude score and conform score measured by theory can
forecast the intention of learning the special experience subjectis.

But this can be forecasted at only 7.46 and 1.70 percent.
