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Abstract

This study investigated present situations, needs and reasons
for education of Bﬁddhist monks in Nan Province. Regarding present
situations, this investigation concentrated in the studies of lord
Buddha’s teaching in the following sections, i.e. Pali, dharma and
general educsation with respect to readiness of 5 related components,
i.e. learners, instructors, school management, learning materials and
supported budget.

The sample under study conéisted of 420 abbots, bhiklus and
novices in Nan Province. The instrument used in collecting the daba
was a questionnaire comprising rating scale, choices, fill in the
blanks and cpen ended items. Whereupon, the -collected data were
analyzed through the applications of percentage, mean and standard

deviation.




The findings indicated that present situations concerning
studies of lord buddha’s teaching in Pali and dharma sections with
regard %o readiness of 5 related components as a whole were found to
be ready at the moderate level. When considered separately, it was
found that learners aﬁd instructors in Pali section and learners in
dharma sections shown high level of readiness. The reasons for that
happened to be : learned lessons were useful to the monks concerning
their regular duties and had a support from the abbot. As for reasons
of not studying in both sections, they were = inconvenient
journey—long'distance from school and had many duties to performn.

Present situation concerning the general education section with
regard to readiness of 5 related components as a whole was found to be
ready at the wmoderate level. When considered separately, only
learners revealed high Ilevel of readiness. The reasons for that
happened to be : could further their study based on the‘ certification
obtained, useful toward occupation and livelihood after learing the
monkhood, and useful toward monk’s regular duties. As for reasons of
not studying, they were : insufficient fund, inconvenient journey-long
distance from school and rules of the wat.

With respect to needs for education, the findings revealed that
the sample needed general education the most. Nexts were Pali and
dharnma. Others were education from teachers’ colleges, Sangha
University, and open universities iﬁ the fields of electricity,

computer, industry, construction and meditation.
