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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to compare English reading
comprehension and learning interest of Mathayom Suksa 4 students
of science program at Srisongkram Wittaya School, Loei Province,
taught through the Murdoch Integrated Approach (MIA) and the
teacher’s manual approach. The subjects were chosen by selecting
2 classrooms that had indifferent mean scores of English subject,
and divided into two groups, the ‘experimental group and the
controlled group. BEach group consisted of 45 students. The
"fesearcher taught the experimental group by using the MIA
approach, and the controlled group by using the teacher’s manual

approach for eight weeks. The scores obtained from students’




reading comprehension test and 1learning interest test were
analyzed by using %-test. The results were as the following :

1. The English reading comprehension scores of the
students taught through the MIA approach were significantly higher
than those of the students taught through the teacher’s manual
approach at the level of .01.

2. The learning interest scores of the students taught
through the MIA approach were significantly higher than those of
the students taught through the teacher’s manual approach at the

level of .01.
