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Abstract

The objective of this research is to campare reading comprehension
and duration of memory among the prathom suksa 2 students who learned
through creative drama activities and those who have followed the
regular stepwise teaching instruction.

The experiment were done during 3°° semester of 1993 aéademic
year. 100 students from Anubasn Khon Kaen Schoollwere selected as study
sample. Those used nonrando@ized pre—test~post—test control group design
as study tool. Thé test group was instructed by drama activities while
the control group was instructed by regular stepwise teaching instruction
with the same content as test group. The experiment were done 10 times
together. . Each time consisted of 3 periods of 20 minutes each.
Altogether each experiment lasted 60 minutes. '

The both student. groups were experimented which consisted of
pre-test and post-test in reading comprehension and & test designed

t0o measure duration of memory for each student. Tﬁe average score
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from them both were compared by t-test.

The result showed that

1. The students who were instructed by using creative drama
activities significantly gained better reading comprehension than
those who were stepwisely instructed by regular teaching instruction
(P = .08).

2. fﬁe students in the test group significantly had longer

nemory than control group (P = .085).
