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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to construct the oral skill
evercises on the initial Thai consonants of & U ¢l W 5 for Tai Yai
preschoolers, to compare Tal Yal preschoolers’ pretest scores +to
their posﬂtest scores after practicing those exercises and to study
their ;earning behaviors performed during the practice. Twenty-seven
Tai Yai preschoolers who were studying in the second semester, 1993
academic year at Chaupoluang - Upathum 9 School, under Mae Ai District
Primary Education :office, Cﬁiang Mai Province were chosen as the
research sample by purposive sampling method. The research
instruments consisted of (1) 15 qral skill exercises on the initial
Thai consonants of @& u o W 5, in which behavioral objectives,
contents, bositive reinforcement, teaching and learning materials,

evaluation and appendix were the components of each exercise and each




exercise took 2 periods (40 minutes) for practicing; (2> The oral
skill achievement test; (3) The questionaires on the pupils’ opinions
and feelings about the constructed exercisess; (4) The observation form
for the students behaviors conducted during the drill exercises and
{5) The tape-recorder. T-test was statistically used for comparing
the pretest and posttest sceres of the.achieveﬁent tests. Percentage
were used to describe the data collected from the questionaires
whereas the data of students® behaviors were presented in descriptive
form.

Research findings were as follows :

1. After practicing the oral skill exercises, the Tai Yai
preschoolers’? .pretest. and posttest scores.of the achievement tests
were significantly different at the level of .01.

2. 86.29 percent of students were most satisfied by the
constructed exercises, 13.77 percent were less satisfied whereas none -
of them was unsatisfied.

3. The observation on students’ learning behaviors on lips and
apex exercises, picture interest, participation and learning progress
chart found that they were interestingly, intentionally and
enthusiastically conducted their behaviors. In particular, when they
were positively reinforced, they became obviously more interested,

intentional and enthusiastical in practice.
