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Abstract
This research aimed to investigate teaching behavior in the
following areas : preparation of +teaching plans, provision of
instructional activities, techniques and teaching methods, teaching
materials, students’ evaluation, and to indentify factors relating +to
their teaching behaviors, including shared and unique characteristics
of five outstanding Thai teachers in five schools under the Office of
Chiang Mai Provincial Primary Education.
Five outstanding Thai Teachers selected were interviewed and
their teaching activities were observed from August to November, 1992.
The data collected were then analyzed by way of classification,

relating ideas and description.




The findings were as follow :
A. Teaching behaviors of outstanding Thai teachers comprised of
five aspects.
1. Preparation of teaching plans
- Most outstanding Thai teachers were found to have their
teaching tasks well—ﬁlanned by studying curriculum syllalws, teachers’
manuals and teaching documents. They developed completely planned
lessons, teaching materials, and students’ evaluation before teaching.
2. Provision of instructional activities
The activities mostly used by these outstanding Thai
teachers were games, songs, group working, word-cards reading,
sentence-cards reading by individual and the whole class.
3. Techniques and teaching methods
The first, second and third of outstanding Thai teachers’
teaching methods which were frequently used with students in Prathom
Suksa 4, 5 and 8 were explanation, questions and competition under
teacher’s coﬁtrol. . The fourth outstanding Thai teacher’s teaching
methods vwhich were frequently used with students in Prathom Suksg. 1
vere teaching based on language principle and integrated method. The
fifth outstanding Thai teacher’s teaching method which was frequently
used with students in Prathom Suksa 2 was the concentrated language

encount.er approach.




4, Usage of teaching materials
Teaching materials which the outstanding Thai teachers
frequently used were word-cards, sentence-cards, text-books, exercises,
test, black;board, pocket-charts, task cards, language chart, radio
and tape-cassette.

5. Students’evaluation

Students were frequently evaluated by teacher’s questions,

pre-test and post-test, skill practices, oral-answers, and observation.

As for the interaction between teacher and students in

élassroom, it was found that teachers were quite cheerful and positive
reinforcemnent. was employed informal with students.

B. Factors related to teachers’teaching behavior comprised seven
aspects. They were : teacher characteristics, administrators gave the
importance to academic, gave a praise, participation of students on
instructional activities, families of most outstanding Thai teachers had
good economic and helped the teachers, schools had encugh budgets but
somet imes teachers paid for some materials by themselves.

For teachers’ motivation, it was found that students were
important factor. Teachers tried to make teaching materials and used.
many teaching methods with students. Most outstanding Thai teachers
got. the fame, praise and progress in working. They were supported from
school, district, provincial administrators and had the opportunity to

Join the meeting and seminar.




C. Outstanding Thai teachers’ characteristics ;3 they had pleasant
persqnalities, good humam relationship, enthusiasm, intelligence. They
were knowlegeable, eager to explore, open teo criticism, endure,
conf ident, herciful and highly responsible. They also developed their
own teaching materials, propagated knowledge and participated in
both school and community activities. .

D. Thai teachers héd different unique characteristics 3 there
were sports, dance, writing, art and speaking skills. Problems and
obstacles of teaching Thai activities were that students had difficulty
in spelling and reading comprehension. To correct the errors,
teachers provided the practice and remedial teaching to students as a
group and individually.

Outstanding Thai Teachers used many mothods in developing
positive attitudes. These include explanation, study in the library,
dames, stories, encouragement in a prose reading-competition, viewing
Thai subject related programs on television. Besides,outstanding Thai
teachers themselves provide role moldels for students in speaking,

reading and writing.
