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Abstract

The aim of this research was to obtain data for developing
non - formal education projects related to people’s needs and
problems in Doi Saket District, Chiang mai Province. The main
purpose was to study and analyse concept and philosophy, purpose,
goals, content and procedure of non - formal education projects
conducted by  government organization, non - government
organization, business organization and public organization in
Doi Saket District chiangmai province. Another purpose was 1o
analyse the relations between the project and people’s needs and
problems in the target area. This study was done in both
guantitively and qualitively methods.

The findings from study was non -~ formal education
projects conducted by all organizations were done -according 1o
the government policy. They aimed to solve the economic and
social problems. Each organization had the priciple concepts of
conducting the projects as "people’s participation", "self -

reliance", and "ability of thinking; doing and solving problems."



The main purpose of most projects was designed relating to
the problems. It aims to improve people’s earnings and living,
to promote education and provide people knowledge and services in
health care including knowledge for environmental conservation.
For the public organization, they mainly aimed to extend and
conserve culture, customs and tradition.

The goals of the projects were defined clearly. That was
people in the target group would gain benefits from the projects.
They would have stable jobs, good produce, higher income, beller
health, and higher education. Practically, éome projects could
not succeed as the goals because they needed longer time to
complete.

The participants in the target group of the projects were
villagers, farmers, youths, news reporters, health care officers
and health care volunteer in the villeges.

The procedure of the projects consisted of training by
using audio visual aids, demonstration and experiment, practice,
educational tour and job observation, and publishing some
literature. However, most procedures were not suitable for the
target areas except the projects conducted by the public
organization.

For the relations between projects and people’s needs and
problems, it was found that most projects conducted by government
organization could not solve the problems because both procedures
and contents of the projects did not meet the problems and needs.
However, some projects could relate to the problems although they
could not solve all of them. They could reduce some problems.
Those projects were the ones that aimed to solve health care

problems and education problems. For the non-government



organization, they had appropriate procedures to do alil
activities but they were not suitable enough for the present
economic situation. For the projects of business organization-
aimed to gain benefits in business rather than to provide
non-formal education to target group. Nevertheles, some projects
have done 1in all activities continually. For the projects
conducted by public organization were suitable to people’s needs
and people themselves have mostly assisted but they did not aime

at economy.
