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Abstract,

The purpose of this study was to compare the critical attributes
and critical and non-critical attributes presentation on concept
formation of Mathayom Suksa 1 students which different prior knowledge.

The subject was 120 Mathayom Suksa 1 students of first sempester
1994, from Chiang Dao Wittayakom school. They were divided into six
experimental groups, 20 students each group, by using the factorial
design. The results of the final test of the Area of Life Experience
in Prathom Suksa 6 were employed. The experimental group was presented'
the differential concept attributes. The concept formation test was
administered to the experimental groups after the instruction. The
experimental design was 2 x 3 factorial design with 2 treatment-levels
and 3 ability-levels. The data were analyzed with two-way ANOVA and
using SPSS program for MS Windows Release 5.0 and the t-test was used
to test the difference between the mean scores of the concept. formation

at the .05 level of significance.




The results were as follows:

1. The concept formation of students after the critical
attributes’s presentation was higher than critical and non-critical
attributes’s presentation at the .001 level of significance. |

2. There was no reaction between concept attributes’s

presentation with the prior knowledge of the students at the .05 level

of significance.
