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Abstract

This study aimed to study home and school envirénments of
Prathom Suksa 6 Students and to find the relationships between home
and school environments and English learning achievement of Prathom
Suksa 6 Students. The samples of this study were 224 Prathom Suksa €
Students studying in schools under the Office of Muang Chiang Mai
District Primary Education, Chiang Mai. A questionaire constructed
by the researcher was used as a tool for collecting data. The
collected data were then analyzed through SPSS-PC micro computer

program.




The major findings of the study were as follows :

1. As for envirommental aspects at home. it was found that
most students respected Buddhism. The number of their brothers and
sisters was 3-4 persons. They were ranking the tirst child of the
family. 'They started learning English at the age 6f eleven or twelve
in Prathom Suksa 5. They had never undergone re;examination in
English, and had never been aboard. Their_parents mostly completed
Prathom Suksa 4 and performed occupations as employees. The family
earned around Baht 2,001-4,000 per month. They had positive
relationship with their families. Their parents shared their times in
helping the students with their study, But did not know much about
English so that the assistance rendered to their children was limited.

As for environmental aspects at school, it was found. that
the English teachers were all Thais. The teachers did not provide
special English classes, The schools rarely provided English
extra~curriculum activities to be implemented outside the classrooms.
In addition, the teachers had good human relationship, well-prepared
and provided learning activities appropriate to contents. Students
showed positive attitudes toward the English subject.

2. Home and School environments showed positive relationship
to English learning achievement with the correlation coefficient

equaled to 0.1827 at the .01 level of significance.
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3. VWhen considered each factors concerning home and school -
enviroments it was found that :

The factors wﬁich found positive relationships to English
learning achieveﬁent were the students’® perception about the
relationship among their families. the perception about the Englishl
Subject and about Engiish teachers, classroom atmosphere, English
learning activities. The correlation coefficient values were figured
at 0.1745, 0.2650 and 0.1495 respéctively at .01 level of significance.

There were no significant relationships between English
learning achievement and stduents® perception of their families
encouragement in English learning, and with +the  English

extra-curriculum activities outside the classroom.
