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Abstract

The purposes of this study were as follows: (1) to construct
and use the Thai language reading eéxercises for Prathom Suksa 6
students, (2) to study the progress and development of studenté’
reading skill (3) to study the behaviors and feeling abeut the
constructed exercises.

The samples of this research consisted of Prathom Suksa 6
students from schools under Pasang District Primary Education Office,
Lumphun Province. The samples were studied in the first semester of
the 1994 academic year.' The subjects were assigned into the
experimental groups and control groups using Randomized  Solomon
Four-Group Design. The conkrol groups were taught through conventional
method and the experimental groups were taught through conventional

method and drilled with Thai language reading exercises.



The instruments used for colleéting data in this research were
(1) silent reading exercises, (2) silent reading test, (3) The
observation forms (4) The questionaires. The collected scores were
then analyzed by using Mean, Two-way ANOVA technique. The data of
~ students’ behaviors and the feeling were presented in descriptive form.

The findings were as follows :

1. Thai language silent_reading exercises for Prathom Suksa 6
students consisted of nine tyﬁes of silent reading exercises : eye
‘movement, word recognition, phrase reading, scanning, skimming,
reading for the main ideas, ordinal reading, reading comprehension,
" and inference reading ekercises. Students reading skills had been
improved. because the experimental group efficiency scores higher
than control group.

2. The students had progress and development in reading
because experimental groups got the average scores higher than of tﬂe
control group. The average scores of post test were significantly
higher than average scores of pre-test at the level .01.

3. The students had a good behaviors. This showed that the
Thai language reading exercises had significantly improved the
students knowledge and the abilities of-silen£ reading.

4. The students’ opinion showed that the Thai language reading
exercises were appropriate, cleér, comprehensive and could improve

silent reading skill.
