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Abstract

The purposes of +this research were to study  teaching
behaviors and factors related of Prathom Suksa 3 Life-Experience
teachers in Mai Takhian school cluster, Thung Hua Chang Distriet,
Lamphun Province. The population studied comprised eight Prathom
Suksa 3 teachers. The observation form and interview guide were used
as research instruments. Each teacher teaching Life-Experience class
was observed for five one-hour periods by the author during the second
semester of 1993 academic year. The observed data were analyzed hy
computing frequency, average and rank order of each aspect of the

behavior. And then analytical description and tables were presented.



The findings were as follows =

1. All teachers demonstrated all eight aspects of behavior
but the levels of their performance were varied. The results were
consecutively shown below.

The teaching behaviors found at good quality level included
as the following. Concerning teaching personality, most teachers
dressed appropriately, expressed love and kindness to their students.
They were diligent and responsible.

With regard to discipline and classroom atmosphere, most of
them provided all students with general suggestions and encouragement,
promoted good relationship among students, introducing rules in
performing tasks, as well as educated them to be well-disciplined and
considerate.

According to motivation and reinforcement, most teachers
were friendly, welcomed students’ opinions, provided praise and
encouragement at the appropriate timing.

The teaching behaviors found at moderate quality level
included the following: As for class assignments, teachers
inappropriately provided students with opportunity to select class
work according to their capabilities and interests, and made the

follow-up for the tasks assigned.



Concerning instructional media utilization, teachers
inappropriately applied according to curriculum contents and students’
nature and age. They had insufficient knowledge to apply learning
resources and local materials. They depended mainly on textbooks and
supplementaries as the teaching media.

Regarding evaluation, teachers inadequately comprehended
the measurement and evaluation process. Thej did not inform their
students of scoring criteria beforehand, and were not concerned with
individual differences. They did not apply learning results of their
own teaching improvement.

In teaching preparation, most teachers studied teacher
manuals and textbooks. They rarely prepared whole-semester written
plans. And consequently, daily lesson plans were also ignored.

Concerning teaching practice, most teachers applied the
teacher—centered approach, and mainly followed curriculum contents
rather than let their students think for solving problems.

2. Factors related to the teaching behavior. It was found
that +teaching behaviors of teachers were closely related to
administrators, a burden of debt, geographical areas, availability of
instructional materials, extra works outside teaching, teachers’

attitudes, colleaques, and personal characterisﬁics.
