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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate time nanagement,
of primery school administrators under the Office of Chiang Rai
Provincial Primary Education and to compare time management of these
adninistrators who were from schools of different size in 6 program
aspects, i.e., academic affairs, students affairs, personnel, school -
business and finance, school plant, and school and community relations.
The sample under study Qonsisted of 248 primary school administrators
in the 1993 academic year. A 49-item questionnaire was used as an
instrument. The collected data were then analyzed through the

applications of median and chi-square test.



The indings' indicated that primé.ry school administrators
spent. most time on academic affairs and followed by student affairs,
personnel, school business and finance, school plant, and school and
comeunity relations. Moreover, these administrators from schools of
different size were found to spend umequal time on student affairs,
pefsohnel, and school plant at the .05 level of significance, where

the others were not found to be significantly different.
