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Abstract.

The purposes of this study were to investigate the state of
children recruitment, to find causes and obstacles related to
inability to recruit the children, and to‘ establish patterns and
guidelines .in developing ways and means of recruiting the children
according to the 100% goal set for attendance of primary schools. The
ropulation under study consisted of subjects from 818 villages who
should attend primary schools under the Office of Lampang DIrovincial
Trimary Education, excluding the metropolitan area. Three survey
forms were 1used as instruments. The collected data were analyzed
through the application of percentage.

The {findings indicated that 99.62% of the children who were
born in 1986 were recruited to schools in the 1992 academic year, only

0.37% could not be recruited. The cowuses were that these unrecruited



chilaren had either nind or body deficiency, i.e., blind deaf,
imbecile, or deformed body. Another cause was living farther than
2 kilometers from schools. With respect to the handicaps above, there
sshould belpatterns or guidelines set up for recruiting the children
closed to the 100% goal, i.e., éstablished the study program that the
handicapped children could learn together with the normal children,
set up a child picked up program from home to school and returning,
and as for educational management — by integrating curriculum and

rearranging the process for effective children recruitment.
