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Abstract

This study was aimed to investigate knowledge and practices
concerning remedial teaching of primary school teachers under the
Jurisdiction of the Foundation of the Church of Christ in Thailand,
Muang District, Chiang Mai Province. The population of this studied
included all teachers teaching basic skill areas of Thai Language,
Mathematics and Life Experience area in Prathom Suksa 1-6 classes,
and also in the Special Experience Area (English) of Prathom Suksa 5-6
classes with a total number of 143 teachers. The questionnaire,the true
/ false and check list, types was applied as the instrument for gathering
the data. The collected data were analyzed by computing percentages.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Teachers’ knowledge about the remedial teaching.
A. Teachers had knowledge at the most satisfactory level

included the following aspects:



1) The meaning and objeétives of remedial teaching.

2) Teachers’ preparat.ion before remedial teachins.

3) Selection of characteristics of students who needed the
remedial teaching.

4) Selection of aspects of activity for remedial teaching.

5) Selection of teaching technicques for remedial teaching.

6) Preparation of places for remedial teaching.

7) Follow up for remedial teaching.

B. Teachers had knowledge at the satisfactory level included

the fellowing aspects:

1) Selection of some_important fact.ors to be concerned for
remedial teaching.

2} Time allocation for remedial teaching.

2. Teachers’ practice concerning remedial teaching.
A. Teachers practiced the following tasks at the most
satisfactory level.
1) Teachers’ preparation before remedial teaching.
2) Prebaration of places for remedial teaching.
B. Teachers practiced the following tasks at the more
satisfactory level.
1) Selection of aspects of activity for remedial teaching.
2) Time allocation for remedial teaching.
C. Teachers practiced the following tasks at satisfactory level.
1) Selection of characteristics of students who needed the
remedial teaching.

2) Follow up for remedial teaching.



D. Teachers practiced the following tasks al the less
sat.isfactory level. '
1) Selection of some important. factors to be concerned for
reﬁedial t.eaching.

2) Selection of teaching techniques for remedial teaching.

3. The relationships between knowledge and practice in remedial
teaching.

A. Teachers had kmowledge in preparation of themselves before
remedial teaching and in preparation of places for teaching which was
matched to the practice at the most satisfactory level.

B. Teachers had knowledge in selection of students
characteristics that needed to get remedial teaching and follow-up at
the most satisfactory level, which was not matched to the practice
which found at the satisfactory level.

C. Teachers had knowledge in selection of aspects of remedial
teaching activities at the most satisfactory level, which was not
matched to the practice which found at the more satisfactory level.

D. Teachers had lmowledge in selection of teaching techniques
for remedial teaching at the most satisfactory level, which was not
matched to the pratice which found at less satisfactory level.

E. Teachers had knowledge in selection of some important factors
to be concerned for remedial teaching at satisfactory level, which was not.
mat.ched to the practice which found at the less satisfactory level.

F. Teachers had knowledge in allocation of time for remedial
teaching at satisfactory level, which was not matched to the practice

which found at the more satisfactory level.
