Abstract

The objectives of this research are twofold : to study both
the formal and informal community organizations which have potential
for conducting AIDS interventions in the community : and to develop a
model/process for strengthening and empowering those organizations so
that they c¢an spearhead AIDS intervention efforts in their own
community. The research population consisted primarily of informal
and formal organization, leaders and various social mechanisms in the
community of Mae Sa Noi Village, Mae Sa Sub-District, Mae Rinm
District, Chiangmai. Secondary group of research population consisted
of other villagers who were related to those already mentioned. A
wholistic approach was adopted fox all stages of the research, from

data collection to data validation and analysis.




Research findings show that the community organizations in Mae
Sa Noi Village --i.e., village public health volunteers, village
committee, religious leaders, youth group, elderly group, housewives
group, and various occupational leaders groups --were community groups
with a lot of potential for conducting AIDS intervent.ions in the
communitj. This was due to the combination of a number of components
that result in mental readiness and timing. These organizations had
strong and committed leaders who are interested in the problem and keen
to solve the problem. These leaders had an extensive network of
relatives which serve as their powerful base in the community.
compared to others, they also had more access to data and information;
had more education and community development experiences, as well as
had a good network of relationships with both individuals and
organizat.ions inside as well as out.side the community.

With regards to the development of a model/process for
strengthening and empowering these organizat.ions, the research findings
show that the wmodel/process should be group-based, with a strong
part.icipatory orientation,l so as to facilitate the learning and
exchange of AIDS-related data and information. This will prdvide
opportunities for everybody involved to brainstorm and participate in
project.ing the AIDS situation in the community, analyzing the causes
of the problem, as well as presenting the available options in solving
the problem in the community. This will result in the target groups
learning accurate information about. AIDS, learning to accept, sympathize
with, and provide assistance to people living with HIV/AIDS and their
family, as well as learning and controlling each other’s AIDS-related

behaviours.
