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Abstract

This research, namely interactions between nonformal educational
achbivities and the existing learning process in northern community,
aimed at studying +the interactions between nonformal educational
acﬁivities from outside and learning process existing in the northern
locality, and finding out the responses of community structure,
managerial resources, knowledge distribution and acceptance of the
people to nonformal educational activities.

The research instruments used in this study were semi-structure
interviewing format, recordins format and observation format
developed by the research. The resercher spent § months to observe
various nonformal educational activities and situations existed within

the community selected as a field study site.



The main finding of this study was that there was very little
interactions between nonformal educational activities from outside
and the existing learning process in the community. It was the result
of over looking of indentifying learning needs of the learners prior
to organizing and nonformal educational activities. Additionélly,
there were more often disencouraging the people of participate in +the
activities seriously. Although most of the activities organized had
quite a number of participants as priorily required, they were not
capable enough +to set up further learning network within their
community. However, the community members lack an opportunity to learn
about the success or failure of nonformal educational activities within
their community.

The community structure had very limited relation to +the
organization of nonformal educational activities. It was because most
of the activities were organized based on the institutional
organizers' needs rather than on the learners' and community structure’'s
needs. However, there were some adjustment found within the struchure
in order to respond to the organizers activities oppositely, the
organizers still remained their own patterns in organizing their
activities according +to +heir plans priorily set without trying to
adjust the activities responding to the community structure,

Changes in economic, social and +technological aspects and
information made the nonformal educational activities from outside the
village became more important. Various managerial resources used to

function as +the learning sources in the old days appeared to be



adjusted +to the changes. The adjustment was mored from the role of
providers +to be supporters of the educational activities. In the
meanwhile, nonformal educational activities were not adjusted +to
suit such earning sources., The activities were sti1l conducted based
on tﬁe availability and urgentcy rather than on developing the quality
of the participants. Hence, the interactions and responses between
the activities and learning supporting resources did not clearly exist.

The organizer of such activities over looked the application of
learning networks and diffusion sources available within the
community. Moreover, the activities appeared to dominaste the network
instead. Therfore, there was no interaction/response between the
community learning network and the activities.

Acceptance and applicability of nonformal educational
activities for further daily use of the learners were found very
limited and discontinuous. This mater happenaed because of +the
discontinity of the educational pronsion for the community members and

resubed in lacking of interaction/response.
